In 1992, Aquatec Maxcon realised clients required a package 

fi ne screen providing state of the art drum-screening tech-

nology in a stand alone unit.  The screen would provide the 

fi ne-screening of a wastewater stream to remove unwanted 

solids.

AQUADRUM-PFS complements Aquatec Maxcon’s range of 

fi ne screens by being smaller than our AQUADRUM-ICT, ef-

fec" ve for fl ows too large for screw-type screens.

The screening drum can be confi gured to provide a range of 

wedgewire apertures from 0.25mm to 10mm (or perforated 

hole apertures from 1mm to 6mm), to screen fl ows up to 

350 L/s.  The actual size determined will be dependent on 

your specifi c requirements.

Flow enters the chamber inlet through the fl oor or wall 

where it then passes to the inside of the rota" ng wedgewire  

drum.

Screenings trapped by the screening drum are li# ed by the 

rota" ng drum to fall into the centrally located screenings 

trough containing a sha# less screw conveyor.  Screened fl ow 

passes through to the outside of the drum.

The screw conveyor transports and dewaters screenings to-

wards the trough outlet at the rear of the screen.

Screened effl  uent passes around the sides and underneath 

the wedgewire drum to discharge under gravity fl ow to an 

outlet.

• Fabricated from full 304 or 316 grade stainless steel.  

Also available in exo" cs such as Hastelloy C.

• Cleaning of the screen drum is via " med applica" on of 

water or recycled effl  uent through special spray nozzles.

• Screen can be operated by " mer or fl ow sensors.

• Electronic gearmotor overload protec" on is standard for 

AQUADRUM-PFS.
